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IMO’s 90'™" session of Maritime Safety Committee was held from 16 May to 25 May 2012.
Decisions related to this meeting are summarized hereunder. List of resolutions adopted
by MSC 90 and list of MSC circulars approved by MSC 90 are presented at the end of the
summary report. List also includes brief explanation about Uls.

Agenda Item 3: CONSIDERATION AND ADOPTION OF AMENDMENTS TO
MANDATORY INSTRUMENTS

Amendments to various mandatory instruments have been adopted in MSC 90. Brief
explanation about application of these amendments is hereunder. In general these
amendments will enter into force on 1 January 2014.

Amendments related to SOLAS, LOAD LINE and relevant Codes :

SOLAS Chapter II-1 Onboard stability computer or shore-based support for large
passenger ships built on or after 1 January 2014 to provide safe return to port after
flooding incident is required.

SOLAS Chapter II-2 Proposed amendments to SOLAS II-2 and relevant proposed
amendments to FSS Code (fire integrity of bulkheads and decks, local application, fixed
gas fire extinguishing system, water mist system etc.) have not been adopted in MSC 90
as planned and postponed to MSC 91 for adoption. Some editorial amendments for
providing clear understanding about the application of these amendments to all maritime
sector is needed.

SOLAS Chapter III Operational test of free-fall lifeboats. Simulated lunch is permitted
to all ships fitted with free-fall lifeboats in drills in accordance with
MSC.1/Circ.1206/Rev.1.

SOLAS Chapter V Minimum safe manning to be established in accordance with
Resolution A 1047(27).

SOLAS Chapter VI Blending of bulk liquid cargoes and production process are
prohibited at sea during voyage. This requirement is applicable to new and existing
ships.

SOLAS Chapter VII Requirements about documentation of information about
dangerous goods in packaged form have been deleted from SOLAS and IMDG Code has
been referred for these requirements. This requirement is applicable to new and existing
ships.

IMDG Code Amendments 36-12 amendments have been adopted and will enter into
force on 1 January 2014. Editorial changes and some amendments for harmonisation
with other UN requirements have been made.

SOLAS Chapter XI-1 2011 ESP Code (Resolution A.1049(27)) has been introduced to
this Chapter. New Code is the revised and renamed version of Res. A.744(18) on
enhanced programme of inspections for new/existing bulk carriers and oil tankers.

HSC 2000 Code Annual testing of Satellite EPIRBs is required for all crafts to harmonise
test requirements of EPIRBs.

ICLL 66 and ICLL 88 Protocol Extension of Summer Zone by modification of the
northern boundary of the Southern Winter Seasonal Zone. This requirement is applicable
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to new and existing ships.

FSS Code Chapter 6 on “Fixed high-expansion foam fire-extinguishing systems” has
been replaced by a new text for introduction of various requirements for each type of
systems; such as inside air foam systems, systems using outside air etc.

Chapter 8 on “Automatic sprinkler, fire detection and fire alarm systems” has been
amended to allow a dry pipe system or a pre-action system in control stations in order to
prevent damage to essential equipment.

Agenda Item 5: GOAL-BASED NEW SHIP CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS

Under this agenda item, problems about implementation of GBS to bulk carriers and oil
tankers have been discussed in the committee. Member states have been informed
about the status of verification scheme and problems that may cause delay
implementation.

Second issue discussed by the committee was developing framework for implementing
GBS to regulations in addition to regulations related to construction. In particular, safety
level approach has been discussed as an alternative to prescriptive approach. Working
group developed definitions for “safety level” and “safety level approach” in order to
achieve uniform understanding and begin to develop safety level approach.

Additionally, establishment of correspondence group was agreed in MSC 90 for
developing guidelines for approval of risk-based ship designs.  This guideline will be
developed for alternative designs and arrangements stipulated in all conventions.

Agenda Item 7: FLAG STATE IMPLEMENTATION

The committee approved, in general, the report of the nineteenth session of the sub-
committee on Flag State Implementation. MSC 89 had already taken action on urgent
matters emanating from FSI 19. Therefore the committee considered an urgent matter
emanating from FSI 20 about circular on “Guidelines on exemptions for crude oil tankers
solely engaged in the carriage of cargoes and cargo handling operations not causing
corrosion”. Circular has been approved by MSC 90 and issued.

Agenda Item 8: RADIOCOMMUNICATIONS AND SEARCH AND RESCUE

The committee considered non urgent matters from COMSAR 15 due to urgent matters
had been discussed in MSC 89. Also, urgent matters emanating from COMSAR 16 were
discussed in the committee. One important circular approved by MSC 90 is hereunder:

MSC.1/Circ.1415 Amendments to the IAMSAR Manual ICAO/IMO Joint Working
Group on Harmonization of Aeronautical and Maritime SAR, at its seventeenth and
eighteenth sessions, had prepared draft amendments to the IAMSAR Manual Volumes II
and III. Draft amendments were endorsed by COMSAR 15 and COMSAR 16 for inclusion
in the 2013 edition of the Manual. These amendments will become applicable on 1 June
2013. Ships should have to keep updated version of IAMSAR Manual onboard.

Agenda Item 9: SHIP DESIGN AND EQUIPMENT

The committee considered the outcome of DE 55, DE 56. The committee
approved/adopted resolutions and circulars on various subjects. Important subjects
discussed in the committee are highlighted hereunder:

Code on Noise Levels Onboard Ships The committee considered the draft Code on
noise levels on board ships, together with the associated draft new SOLAS regulation II-
1/3-12 to make the Code mandatory, with a view to adoption at MSC 91.

Recovery of persons from water All ships engaged in international voyages and if
explicitly instructed to do so by the flag State other ships should have specific plans and
procedures for recovery of persons from water by their own existing equipment.
Proposed SOLAS amendment related to this requirement with associated guidelines and
circular will be adopted in MSC 91. Expected entry into force date is on 1 July 2014.
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Agenda Item 11 : FIRE PROTECTION

The committee reviewed the outcome of FP 55. Various instruments were
approved/adopted. Significant subjects effect all ships are highlighted hereunder:

Fire fighters outfits The committee approved draft amendments to FSS Code. All
breathing apparatus should be fitted with low pressure warning alarm. Existing ships
should comply with this requirement in 5 years grace.

Fire fighters communication Two-way radios for use by fire fighters are required by
amendment of SOLAS. Amendments will be adopted by MSC 91. Expected entry into
force date is 1 July 2014.

Agenda Item 12: DANGEROUS GOODS, SOLID CARGOES AND CONTAINERS

Report of DSC 16 has been considered by the committee. Significant subjects are
hereunder:

IMDG Code amendment 36-12 Amendments will enter into force 1 January 2014.

Agenda Item 13: STABILITY, LOAD LINES AND FISHING VESSELS SAFETY

Amendments to the 1988 LL Protocol The committee approved draft amendments to
regulation 27 of the 1988 Load Lines Protocol, regarding initial condition of loading and
condition of equilibrium, with a view to adoption at MSC 91. Expected entry into force
date is 1 July 2014.

Draft Guidelines for verification of damage stability requirements for tankers
The committee forwarded the document proposes a number of amendments to IMO
instruments for the preparation of a new mandatory carriage requirement for stability
instruments on board tankers to SLF 55 for further consideration in order to develop
"Guidelines for verification of damage stability requirements for tankers".

Torremolinos Convention on the Safety of Fishing Vessels In October 2012, entry
into force criteria other matters related to the convention will be discussed in Cape Town
Diplomatic Conference. The committee decided number of States and number of fishing
vessels of 24 m in length and over should be considered as a package for setting entry
into force criteria of the Convention.

Agenda Item 14: BULK LIQUIDS AND GASES

The committee approved in general, the report of BLG 16.

IBC Code amendments The committee approved the draft amendments to the IBC
Code chapters 17, 18 and 19 for consideration at MSC 91 with a view to adoption. These
amendments are next set of amendments to chapters 17 and 18 of the IBC Code after
2007 and expected to come into force on 1 July 2014. Amendments cover inclusion of
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new products in the IBC Code and amendments for columns i', i'" and i'"" for chapter 17
of the code.

Agenda Item 20: PIRACY AND ARMED ROBBERY AGAINST SHIPS

The committee discussed the carriage of armed personnel on board ships for enhancing
their protection by using private maritime security companies (PMSC) or privately
contracted armed security personnel (PCASP) in detail. The committee established
working group to develop interim guidance for private maritime security companies for
adoption at this session, to consider the issue of standards development for and
certification of private maritime security companies and their personnel, and the need for
any oversight capacity etc. Circulars approved by MSC 90 are hereunder. Circulars are
developed as guidance to administrations, owners and PMSC companies.
