Bu calisma, istilaci sucul canhlarin transferini en aza indirmek icin
gemilerin biyolojik kirlenmesinin kontroli ve yo6netimine iliskin 2023 Kilavuzunun
uygulanmasina yoénelik 6nemli bir adim olup gemi enerji verimliligi icin de ek faydalar
saglamaktadir.

Kuzey Kutbu Uzerindeki etkisinin azaltilmasina yonelik taslak Kilavuzu degerlendirmis ve
Kuzey Kutbu'nda veya yakinlarinda faaliyet gdsteren gemilerinden kaynaklanan Siyah
Karbon emisyonlarini azaltma gabalarinda gemileri ve denizcilik sirketlerini desteklemek
olan bu belgenin amacini netlestirmek icin “kilavuz” yerine “en iyi uygulamalara iliskin
kilavuz” ifadesinin kullanilmasini kabul etmistir. Alt Komite, MEPC 82 tarafindan kabul
edilmesi amaciyla en iyi uygulamaya iliskin taslak kilavuzu onaylamistir.

Alt Komite, MEPC 82 tarafindan onaylanmasi amaciyla, Kuzey Kutup sularinda gemiler
tarafindan yakit olarak adir fuel oil (HFO) kullanilmasi ve tasinmasina iliskin riskleri
azaltmaya yonelik 6nlemler hakkinda taslak kilavuz tGzerinde anlasmaya varmistir.
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Kilavuzda sirketler ya da Idareler icin su bdlimler yer almaktadir: seyir énlemleri, gemi
isletimi, HFO yakit ikmali, iletisim; HFO dokilmesine hazirliin gelistirilmesi, erken tespit
ve midahale, ve alistirma, editim ve tatbikatlar.

MARPOL EK 1V VE ILGILI KILAVUZUN REVIZYONU

PPR 11, gemilerden pis suyun denize discarcina iliskin MARPOL Ek IV ve ilgili kilavuzun
revizyonu konusunda calismalarina devam etmistir. Tartismalarin ardindan Alt Komite,
MARPOL Ek 1V ve Ilgili Kilavuzun Revizyonu Calisma Grubunu olusturmustur.

Alt-Komite, MEPC 88/89'da tim paketin kabul edilmesini amaglayan ciktinin
tamamlanmasina ydnelik galisma planini kabul etmistir.

Alt-Komite, MARPOL Ek IV ve Ilgili Kilavuzda Dedisiklik Yapilmasina iliskin Yazisma
Grubunu, asadida belirtilen gérev tanimlar cergevesinde calismalari oturumlar halinde
ilerletmek UGzere yeniden olusturmustur: MARPOL Ek IV'te, desarjlarin kaydi, bakim kaydi
ve desarj ve bakimla ilgili yonetim plani hiikiimleri de dahil olmak lzere taslak degisiklikler
gelistirmek; pis su aritma tesisleri icin tip onayi kilavuzunda taslak dedisiklikler gelistirmek
ve MARPOL Ek IV'Un uygulanmasi igin taslak kilavuz gelistirmek.

EYLEM PLANINDAN KAYNAKLANAN TAKIP CALISMALARI

Plastik peletlerin (topak) deniz yoluyla tasinmasi ile iliskili cevresel riskin
azaltilmasi

Alt Komite konuyu asadidaki basliklar altinda ele almistir: Plastik peletlerin yik
konteynerlerinde deniz yoluyla tasinmasina yonelik tavsiyeler iceren bir sirkulerin
gelistirilmesi; Plastik peletlerin deniz yoluyla tasinmasina iliskin gevresel risklerin ele
alinmasi igin ilgili zorunlu kurallarda dedisikliklerin gelistiriimesi; Gemi kaynakli
doékilmelerden kaynaklanan plastik peletlerin temizlenmesine iliskin kilavuz.

Alt Komite, plastik peletlerin yik konteynerlerinde deniz yoluyla tasinmasina yoOnelik
tavsiyeler hakkindaki taslak MEPC sirkulerini kabul etmistir.

Plastik peletlerin deniz yoluyla yik konyteynerlerinde tasinmasina iliskin taslak tavsiyeler
asadida dzetlenmektedir:

e Plastik peletler, normalde tasima sirasinda karsilasilan darbelere ve yiklere karsi
koyabilecek kadar dayanikh, kaliteli ambalajlarla paketlenmelidir.

e Tasima bilgileri, SOLAS VI/2'nin gerektirdigi kargo bilgilerine ek olarak, plastik
peletleri iceren yUk konteynerlerini agikga belirlemelidir.

e Plastik peletler iceren yuk konteynerleri, geminin ve gemideki insanlarin emniyetini
tehlikeye atmadan deniz ortaminda karsilasilabilecek tehlikeleri en aza indirecek
sekilde yerlestirilmeli ve emniyete alinmalidir.

Bu tavsiyeler, Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesinin Mart 2024’teki oturumuna (MEPC 81)
acil olarak degerlendirilmek Uzere sunulacaktir.

Ayrica Alt Komite, gemi kaynakh doékilmelerden kaynaklanan plastik peletlerin
temizlenmesine vydnelik taslak kilavuzu kabul etmistir. Taslak kilavuz Sekreterlik
tarafindan yapilan editoryal incelemenin ardindan Ekim 2024’te MEPC'nin 82. oturumuna
(MEPC 82) sunulacaktir. Bu arada Uye Devletler, ihtiyag¢ duyulmasi halinde kilavuzu
erkenden uygulamaya davet edilmistir.
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Balik avlama donanimina iliskin hususlar

Alt Komite su konular (zerinde calsmistir: MARPOL Ek V'in 7.1.3 ve 7.1.4 sayil
kurallarinda 6ngoruldigu UGzere bir gemiden kaybolan veya birakilan balik avlama
donanimlarinin raporlanmasi; Balik avlama donaniminin kayiplarini azaltmak icin 6nerilen
ek aktif onlemler; Balik avlama donaniminin isaretlenmesi. Uyeler, balik avlama
donaniminin kayboldugunda veya denize birakildiginda gemiler tarafindan ne tur verilerin
raporlanmasi gerektigi ve bu verilerin nasil toplanacadi, iletilecedi, erisilecedi ve
yonetilecedi konularini tartismislardir.

Kayip veya birakilmis balik avlama donaniminin raporlanmasiyla ilgili olarak Alt Komite,
Sekretarya'dan FAO Sekretaryasi ile istisare halinde MARPOL Ek V, bdlgesel balikgilik
yonetim 6rgltleri (RFMO'lar) ve diger ilgili uluslararasi diizenleyici cercevelerdeki kayip ve
birakilmis avlama donaniminin raporlanmasi ytkdmldliklerinin karsilastirmali bir 6zetini
derlemesini talep etmistir.

Alt Komite, balik avlama donanimlarinin kayiplarini azaltmak icin 6nerilen ilave aktif
tedbirlerle ilgili olarak, Uye Devletleri hem zorunlu hem de gonulli énlemlerle ilgili bilgileri
PPR 12'ye sunmaya davet etmistir.

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The 11th session of the Pollution Prevention and Response Sub-Committee was held
remotely from 19 to 23 February 2024. Decisions and discussions have been summarized
hereunder.

DEVELOPMENT OF GUIDANCE ON MATTERS RELATING TO IN-WATER CLEANING

The Sub-Committee continued its work to develop guidance on matters relating to in-
water cleaning. This work is important step for implementation of 2023 Guidelines for the
control and management of ships' biofouling to minimize the transfer of invasive aquatic
species, with additional benefits also for ship energy efficiency.

A Correspondence Group will work intersessionally on preparing draft guidance and
considering the inclusion in the guidance of the following elements:

e planning, conducting and reporting on in-water cleaning operations, including
documenting and mitigating any damage to anti-fouling coatings;

e verification and testing of in-water cleaning systems, including compatibility with
anti-fouling coatings, and, if feasible, measurable performance criteria such as on
removal, capture and effluent contents;

e conducting pre-cleaning and post-cleaning inspections; and

o verification or other form of expectations for in-water cleaning service providers;

REDUCTION OF THE IMPACT ON THE ARCTIC OF BLACK CARBON EMISSIONS
FROM INTERNATIONAL SHIPPING

The Sub-Committee considered the draft Guidelines for reducing the impact on the Arctic
of Black Carbon emissions from international shipping and agreed to refer to “guidance
on best practices” instead of “guidelines” in order to clarify the objective of this document
which is to support ships and shipping companies in their efforts to reduce Black Carbon
emissions from their ships operating in or near the Arctic. The Sub-Committee approved
the draft guidance on best practice with a view to adoption by MEPC 82.

Guidance on best practices/control measures for ships includes the following guidance for
ship operators or companies:

e As an initial step, to conduct an initial inventory of Black Carbon sources and
undertake Black Carbon emission measurements from those sources (marine
diesel engines);

e Consider setting a voluntary Black Carbon emission reduction target threshold;

e Identify and consider what practices and/or control measures are available to the
ship which could be implemented to achieve the set reduction target threshold;

e Develop a Black Carbon management plan, including periodic monitoring for
managing and ensuring success in reduction efforts.
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Also, PPR 11 approved the draft guidelines for measuring, monitoring and reporting Black
Carbon emissions, which will help with collecting data to support the development of
recommendations and regulations to reduce the impact of Black Carbon emissions on the
Arctic environment with a view to adoption by MEPC 82.

EVALUATION AND HARMONIZATION OF RULES AND GUIDANCE ON THE
DISCHARGE OF DISCHARGE WATER FROM EGCS INTO THE AQUATIC
ENVIRONMENT, INCLUDING CONDITIONS AND AREAS

The Sub-Committee discussed the proposal on identification and development of
regulatory measures and instruments on the discharge of discharge water from exhaust
gas cleaning systems (EGCS). Also PPR 11 discussed the development of a database
containing local/regional restrictions/conditions on the discharge water from EGCS into
the aquatic environment. These discussions will continue at future sessions due to the
divergent views.

DEVELOPMENT OF AMENDMENTS TO MARPOL ANNEX VI AND THE NOX
TECHNICAL CODE ON THE USE OF MULTIPLE ENGINE OPERATIONAL PROFILES
FOR A MARINE DIESEL ENGINE INCLUDING CLARIFYING ENGINE TEST CYCLES

The Sub-Committee considered the documents forwarded from previous sessions and the
documents submitted directly to this session and constructed the Working Group on
Prevention of Air Pollution from Ships. PPR 11 finalized draft amendments to MARPOL
Annex VI and the NOx Technical Code 2008 on the use of multiple engine operational
profiles for a marine diesel engine, including clarifications of engine test cycles, as well as
draft amendments to the NOx Technical Code 2008 on certification of an engine subject
to substantial modification, with a view to approval by MEPC 82 and subsequent adoption.

DEVELOPMENT OF A GUIDE COMPILING BEST PRACTICES TO DEVELOP LOCAL-
LEVEL MARINE SPILL CONTINGENCY PLANS TO AID STATES, PARTICULARLY
LOCAL GOVERNMENTS AND KEY INSTITUTIONS, IN IMPLEMENTING THE OPRC
CONVENTION AND OPRC-HNS PROTOCOL

The Sub-Committee agreed to draft guidelines for developing a local oil/hazardous and
noxious substances marine pollution contingency plan for spills or pollution involving oil
or hazardous and noxious substances, with a view to approval by MEPC 82 and subsequent
publication.

The guidelines outline emergency organization, procedures, and response capability for
accidental spills, whatever the source.

DEVELOPMENT OF MEASURES TO REDUCE RISKS OF USE AND CARRIAGE OF
HEAVY FUEL OIL AS FUEL BY SHIPS IN ARCTIC WATERS

The Sub-Committee agreed on draft guidelines on mitigation measures to reduce risks of
use and carriage for use of heavy fuel oil (HFO) as fuel by ships in Arctic waters, with a
view to approval by the MEPC 82.

The guidelines inclued sections for either companies or Administrations: navigational

measures; ship operation; HFO bunkering; communication; enhancement of HFO spill
preparedness, early detection and response; and familiarization, training and drills.
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REVISION OF MARPOL ANNEX IV AND ASSOCIATED GUIDELINES

PPR 11 continued its work on the revision of MARPOL Annex IV and the associated
guidelines, regarding the discharge of sewage from ships into the sea. Following
discussions the Sub-Committee established the Working Group on Revision of MARPOL
Annex IV and Associated Guidelines.

The Sub-Committee agreed to the work plan for the completion of the output, aiming for
adoption of the whole package at MEPC 88/89.

The Sub-Committee re-established the Correspondence Group on Amendments to
MARPOL Annex IV and Associated Guidelines, to progress the work intersessionally, with
the following terms of reference: develop draft amendments to MARPOL Annex 1V,
including provisions for record of discharges, record of maintenance, and management
plan concerning discharge and maintenance; develop draft amendments to the type
approval guidelines for sewage treatment plants; and develop draft guidelines for the
implementation of MARPOL Annex IV.

FOLLOW-UP WORK EMANATING FROM THE ACTION PLAN TO ADDRESS MARINE
PLASTIC LITTER FROM SHIPS

Reduction of the environmental risk associated with the maritime transport of
plastic pellets

The Sub-Committee considered the issue under the following headings: Development of
a circular containing recommendations for the carriage of plastic pellets by sea in freight
containers; Development of amendments to appropriate mandatory instruments to
address the environmental risk associated with the maritime transport of plastic pellets;
Proposed guidelines on clean-up of plastic pellets from ship-source spills.

The Sub-Committee agreed draft MEPC circular on recommendations for the carriage of
plastic pellets by sea in freight containers.

The draft recommendations for the carriage of plastic pellets by sea in freight containers
outline the following actions:

e Plastic pellets should be packed in good quality packaging which should be strong
enough to withstand the shocks and loadings normally encountered during
transport.

e Transport information should clearly identify, as an addition in the cargo
information required by SOLAS regulation VI/2, those freight containers containing
plastic pellets.

e Freight containers containing plastic pellets should be properly stowed and secured
so as to minimize the hazards to the marine environment without impairing the
safety of the ship and persons on board.

These recommendations will be submitted for urgent consideration by the Marine
Environment Protection Committee at its next session in March 2024 (MEPC 81).

Also the Sub-Committee agreed draft guidelines for the clean-up of plastic pellets from
ship source spills. The draft guidelines will be submitted to the 82nd session of MEPC
(MEPC 82) in October 2024 following an editorial review by the Secretariat. In the
meantime, Member States were invited to apply the guidelines early, if needed.
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Matters relating to fishing gear

The Sub-Committee worked on: Reporting of fishing gear that has been lost or discharged
from a ship as provided for in regulation 7.1.3 and 7.1.4 of MARPOL Annex V; Proposed
additional active measures to reduce fishing gear losses; Marking of fishing gear. Members
discussed what type of data needs to be reported by ships when fishing gear is lost or
abandoned, and how to collect, transmit, access and manage this data.

Regarding to the reporting of lost or discharged fishing gear the Sub-Committee requested
the Secretariat to compile an initial comparative summary of the loss and discharged
fishing gear reporting obligations in MARPOL Annex V, regional fisheries management
organisations (RFMOs), and other relevant international regulatory frameworks, in
consultation with the FAO Secretariat.

With regard to the proposed additional active measures to reduce fishing gear losses, the
Sub-Committee invited Member States to submit to PPR 12 information regarding the
measures, both mandatory and voluntary.
